Curriculum

As parents and teachers, we recognize that alirgmlhave many gifts and particular interests.
Our curriculum has been chosen with the realizationthat each student is “at risk” of
succumbing to mediocrity, apathy, and burnout. A classroom ratio of approximately twelve
students per teacher (K-2) will allow the teaclwemieet individual needs by employing a variety
of teaching methods compatible with students’ imdiial learning styles as a means of helping
them reach their maximum potential. We will alsorpote continuity between the disciplines.
Our curriculum will be challenging and rich in cent, while teaching the skills necessary at
each grade level and encouraging the developmeguaaxf study habits.

Charter Day School teaches a classical curriculspo@sing traditional western civilization
values and founded on the belief that one mustbbeta communicate clearly one’s ideas and
understand the communications of others.

To this end, all communication must be groundednupammonly understood and agreed upon
rules. Only when these rules are learned can aive $b communicate new ideas that may lie
beyond the rules’ abilities and thereby create maware powerful means of communication.

In literature, for example, the progression ofIskdnd knowledge of rules from handwriting to
vocabulary, from vocabulary to grammar, from gramr@ composition, and finally from
composition to personal expression cannot be ghedte Omitting any step in this progression
invites miscommunication and erroneous understasdin

An analogous progression exists in art, in musicgdriama, in mathematics, in science, and in
every human endeavor to express ideas - regamfi¢lss medium of expression or the subject of
the expression.

Charter Day School curriculum is structured to ke#lte established rules and to develop the
skills for using the tools for expression - whetheword-processor for literature, a paint brush
for art, a chisel for sculpture, a keyboard for rmusr an experiment for science.
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Along with skill development, the curriculum incomates a continuum of examples - both
classical and contemporary - of techniques for esgions from our world. For example, the
artistic expressions of the hunter-gatherers’ cpaetings, the works of Caravaggio, and
impressionists such as Van Gogh will be studiedhe Titerary works of Homer, Chaucer,
Shakespeare, and Hemmingway, and the expressidacoh, Galileo, Newton, and Einstein in
science are examples of recognized expressionsrafroverse.

These men all sought, by one medium or anothezxpoess their understanding of some bit of
truth about our universe and thereby improve otlityabo exist within it.

The combination of learning rule-based methodsefqression and error-free communication
with examples drawn from our civilization prepaesch student for life-long learning and for
contributing to their generation and to the genenatof the future.

Admission Policy

The application of any eligible student who agreebe bound by the school pledge and adhere
to the school's policies will be accepted and thaident will be admitted if there is space
available. The open enroliment period for eachr’'geaew class will be held from January 1st
through the 31st. If the number of applicationsereed during this period exceeds the available
number of openings, then all the applications bdlplaced in a lottery and assigned placement
numbers as each number is drawn. The lotterygaesasary, will be held shortly after the end of
the enrollment period and is open to the publizaikble classroom seats will be determined by
the number of students reenrolling for the nexbstlyear. All students intending to reenroll for
the next year will be given the opportunity to aoby filling out a “Letter of Intent'to reenroll.
This letter will be sent home prior to the endlod second quarter of school. If a parent fails to
return the Letter of Intent by the given due dabey will not be guaranteed a seat and must
reapply for enroliment.

If, by the close of the open enroliment period,ré¢hare still openings available in a grade,
students will be admitted on a first come, firstved basis. Applications received after open
enrollment will be noted with the time and dateereed, and the students become eligible for
admission in the order received until all curremtiailable openings are filled. Applications will
be accepted after classes begin. Once a clagh, iagplicants will be placed on a waiting list in
the order drawn by lottery or received after theky to be admitted to openings created by
transfers as they become available. Transfer afnmng new students after January will be
accepted on a case by case basis.

After notification of acceptance, a student registn packet must be completed and submitted
prior to the student attending class. This inctuthealth forms, birth certificate, and other
required information. No new students will be aléml to begin classes until proof of promotion
from their previous school has been given to Chd&&y School.

If the registration packet is not turned in by thee date set by administration, a seat will not be
guaranteed for that student, and he/she will begplat the end of the waiting list.

The Charter Day School admits all children regasllef race, ethnic background, or religious
preference.

Compliance with Other Laws

The school shall comply with all applicable fedelalvs and regulations, including but not
limited to such laws and regulations governing ewplent, environment, disabilities, civil
rights, children with special needs, transportagtenmd student records. The school shall comply
with all applicable health and safety laws and faigons, whether federal, state or local. Neither
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the State Board of Education nor the local boar@dication assumes the duty to oversee the
operations of Charter Day School except as mayrwibe be required to monitor the charter
school for compliance with applicable laws and tagons. Charter Day School is required to
notify parents, students and staff of the provisiohthis paragraph.

House Bill 1032 ( Deborah Greenblatt Act)

The Charter Day School has established guidelioeshie use of restraint and provisions for
training the staff in the management of studenteben. This new law takes effect July 1, 2006;
and requires Charter Day School to inform paremtthe new law and the definitions for the
following terms and how the school will use theserfs:

Physical restraint is the use of physical force to restrict the fimadf movement. Charter Day
School will use a trained crisis team to physicadlgtrain a child only as the last resort to protec
the health and safety of the child and others enattea.

Mechanical Restraintis the use of any device or material to resthet freedom of movement.
Charter Day School will use a trained crisis tearmechanically restrain a student only as a last
resort to protect the health and safety of theestudnd others in the area. Charter Day School
will also contact the proper authorities (law ecment) to assist when needed.

Seclusion is the confinementf a student alone in an enclosed space from wthielstudent is
prevented from leaving. Charter Day School will as&ained crisis team to seclude a student
only as a last resort to protect the health anetgaif the student and others in the area. Charter
Day School will also contact the proper authoriflesv enforcement) to assist when needed.

Isolation is the confinement of a student alone in an eedagpace from which the student is
NOT prevented from leaving. Charter Day School wile isolation to help a child get their
behavior back under control before allowing thenrdin their classmates. This space will
follow the guidelines set forth in the law.

Time out is a behavior management technique in which aestiuid separated from others for a
limited time in a monitored setting. Charter Dayh&al uses the time out system to manage
student behavior. The new law does not regulateisieof time out.

Aversive Procedurescause physical harm and long term psychologicgdaibment. Charter
Day School will at no time use aversive procedtnanodify a student’s behavior.

Equal Education Opportunities

Charter Day School provides equal education oppdres for all students and does not
discriminate on the basis of race, gender, didgbihationality, or religious affiliation. The
school adheres to the legal obligations and remqergs under section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act of 1973 and the Individuals with DisabilitiesctA Amendments of 1997, including
identification, evaluation, and provision of an egriate education.

Fundraising

All fundraising events are to be approved by thmiadtration. The Headmaster and an Officer

of the Board must approve the event prior to ingescheduled or announced. The purpose of
this policy is to ensure that all fundraising ewenate consistent with the Charter Day School
mission and that all responsible parties are inéatrof school activities.
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Grievances

All grievances against faculty members will be Haddn the following manner:

1. Grievance will be directed first to the party inialinthe grievance originated.

2. If not resolve with faculty member, a meeting wiitle parent, teacher and lead teacher
will be scheduled.

3. If the grievance is not adequately resolved, théenavill be brought to the Headmaster.

4. The Headmaster will meet with the faculty membestfifollowed by a meeting with
both parties.

5. If the grievance is not resolved at this level, tmatter will be brought to the
Superintendent of Schools for resolution.

Notification of Asbestos Inspections

In compliance with the US Environmental ProtectioAgency (EPA) Asbestos Hazard
Emergency Response Act (AHERA), Charter Day Sch®ahspected annually for asbestos.
The school was found to have no asbestos duringetient inspection

Placement

The Headmaster of the school makes all placemeansidas. Placement decisions are made for
all new students and a review of placement forcafitinuing students occurs each year. The
Headmaster of the school will make every efforplace students in classes that are balanced to
foster the optimum growth of each child and theglas a whole.

Retention

Students progress at their own rate and the sogmifie of an individual student’s age/grade level
is de-emphasized. There are times, however, wheetetither believes it would benefit a student
to spend an additional year at the same grade. l@hel decision to retain the student will be

based on the evaluation of a number of assessmeciisging end-of-grade scores, achievement
of mastery, and other academic considerations fepézigrade level and the Charter Day School
philosophy. Additionally, a student may be retainkethey exceed the maximum number of

allowed absences of fifteen days. The teacherisoresbility is to present this decision to the

Headmaster. After discussion with the teachelram who does not agree with the decision to
retain may appeal the decision to the Headmasibe Headmaster has the final decision in
retention.

Solicitations

Any solicitations are prohibited without the pergie of the administration. This includes the
selling of tickets, candy, the distribution of gaal materials, the circulation of petitions, etc.

A student can be required to withdrawal and ennadinother public school if, in the opinion of
the Headmaster, there has been sufficient violaifdhe School Pledge or the rules and policies
of the Parent/Student HandbooK student may be suspended or expelled frons¢heol if the
rules continue to not be followed or if the studewebnduct, as established by his or her
teacher(s), proves to be disruptive or dangeroashter students and/or staff, recognizing the
requirements of state and federal law concernirgiapneeds students. Suspension may also
occur if a student or parent(s) fails to adherthéoterms of the Charter Day School Family
Agreement.

Be assured that the Headmaster of Charter Day Schobwill have the discretion to enforce
the School Pledge with all due consideration giveto the age of the student and other
relevant circumstances.
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General School Expectations
Arrival and Departure Procedures

When students arrive on campus, they should regioectly to their classroom or to the
classroom designated as early drop off for thadlgtavel. Once students arrive on campus, they
must remain on campus throughout the school daydeBts should leave campus when their
school day ends. If a student is not picked uprathool, he/she will be sent to daycare, if
he/she is enrolled in daycare. If he/she is nabled, we will contact the local authorities after
attempting to contact the parents.

During morning drop off, vehicles are not allowedpiark in front of the classrooms. During the
first two weeks of school, parents who wish to esdbeir kindergarten children to the

classrooms may do so; however, they must parktheasdministration building and walk to the
classrooms. After the first two weeks of schoa, ask that all parents drop their children off in
front of the classrooms or park and walk their adt@h to the crosswalk only. The below
guidelines are to be followed:

1. Learning Lane (the road directly in front of thasdrooms) is open to only single vehicle,
one way traffic. Vehicles are not allowed to pags,around, or pull in front of parked
vehicles. Additionally, there will be no parkinpag Learning Lane. Parents who must
cross Learning Lane must first get a visitor’'s piass the school office.

2. Parents who wish to park and walk their childreross Bacon’s Way (the road in front
of the administration building) must use the crasgw

3. Parents are not allowed to leave their vehicledenhiline.

4. Teachers will be present to assist in traffic flamd ensure the safety of the students.
Please comply with their traffic directions.

5. Parents are not allowed to enter the classroonmsgiarorning drop off or afternoon
pick-up. The only exception is a scheduled canfee. Please keep in mind that the
teachers are busy in the mornings preparing far ghild’s classes.

Specific traffic directions for drop off and piclp wvill be presented during orientation.

Parents are reminded to drive slowly throughout thecampus. The speed limit is 5 mph

Attendance

All children are expected to be at school eachuddgss they are ill or there is an emergency. In
compliance with the North Carolina Compulsory Attance Law (G.S. 115C-378) all absences
require parental documentation explaining the ¢hiddbsence. Ten or more unexcused absences
can result in a parent being referred to the Qistittorney’s office and the director of social
services in the county in which the child resides.

It is the policy of the Board of Trustees that atydent with more than 15 absences (excused or
unexcused) shall be retained the following schaary Parents may appeal this decision if a
medical condition exists which may have preventacinal attendance.

If your child is absent from school, please sentbee with your child on his/her return stating
the reason for the absence. Notes should be recaivechool no later than 2 days after the
absence. Undocumented absences cannot be excused.
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Students who are absent for family, church tripstber reasons not considered excused by state
policy will be given an unexcused absence. Work rbayprovided ahead or made up upon
return if cleared with an administrator before #sence occurs. In certain cases, travel for an
educational purpose may be excused. Approval beisibtained prior to the travel and an age
appropriate report must be turned in for the absemna be excused.

If parents must take a child out of school durihg school day for reasons such as a doctor's
appointment or other medical appointments, theytroome to the office and sign the student
out. Anyone picking up a student must presentarcdrd which will be verified against the
student’s records. Students will be called frora difice to meet their parent or designated
adult. Students will be considered present fordag if they are in attendance for at least 3 %2
hours.

We cannot prohibit parents from taking their cheldiout early; however, if a student is checked
out of school for reasons other than listed abdvey will not be allowed to make up missed
work or tests. We encourage all parents to makén® medical appointments during school
breaks.

Tardies
If a student arrives after 8:00 a.m. the parent stndent will need to go to the administration
office to sign the student in and get a tardy slipresent to the teacher. Please note thatédailur
to wake-up on time does not excuse a tardy. Aalthliy, students must be in their classroom at
the designated time, not on campus or through #te. gSo far we have no children who can
drive a car...so please remember that your actionsflieence your child’s education

Multiple tardies will result in a meeting with trechool administration and could ultimately
result in a letter to the District Attorney.

Truancy
Truant is defined when a child who is subject tmpalsory attendance is absent without cause
from such attendance for a school day or portiothefday.

Make-up Work.
If a student is out one day, that student will haie day to make up missed work. If absent for
2 days, students are given 2 days to make upwogk. If a student is out a week, missed work
must be turned in within one week.

Bullying

Bullying, intimidation, repeated teasing or taugtiruse of offensive or degrading language
including but not limited to remarks that demeapeason’s race, religion, sex, national origin,
disability, intellectual ability or physical attribes are specifically prohibited.

Campus Boundaries

Charter Day School is surrounded by woods. Fortgakeasons, a student is not permitted
outside the immediate school area without supemisViolation of these boundaries will subject
the student to disciplinary action for being “Of&s@pus”. Under no circumstances are students
allowed to wander without supervision.

Classroom Supplies

Each teacher will issue a list of supplies requitedthe class before the beginning of the school
year. Parents are expected to replace used ssipiplaighout the year.
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Classroom Visitation

Parents are welcomed at Charter Day School. Inr dod&rrange a classroom visit, you must first
come to the administration office to sign in andeiee a visitor's passYou must present a
picture ID in order to receive a visitor's pass,which will be verified with the student’s
records We ask that visitors sign in upon arrival and @wpon departure. Additionally, we ask
that you are considerate while visiting the classroso as not to interrupt the instruction or
distract the student®lease do NOT interrupt the teachers while they aréeaching The
teachers are working with approximately 25 stud@etsclass and cannot be interrupted while
instructing to discuss one student’s progress. aBse of the possibility of distraction, other
children may not accompany you to the classrooiease make other arrangements for them
prior to your visit. Although visitors are welcothewe do ask that you do not misuse this

policy.
Community Services

Any student misconduct may result in them perfognéemmunity services around the school.
Community service must be approved by the Headmasithese duties may take place either
during regular school hours, or during Saturdaye®iation periods. Community service may
be performed daily, at a maximum of 2 hours atreeti

Contacting Teachers

Teachers may be contacted during regular schoalshioy calling the office (655-1214) and
leaving a message. Any dialogue with a teacher eroimg a student is to be scheduled in
advance. Remember, the hours between 7:45 a.n3:38cdb.m. are the hours that our teachers
are teaching, supervising, advising, and plannmgstudents. In order to maximize teaching
time and teacher effectiveness, interrupting omidetg a teacher during these times is not
allowed.

Detention

A teacher may assign a student to after schoolndetefrom 3:15 p.m. - 4:00 p.m. for any
reason the teacher or Headmaster may deem necessgpropriate. Parents will be notified by
note or by phone on the day the disciplinary actres given, and the student will serve
detention the following day. Detention cannot beved at one’s leisure or convenience;
therefore, it must be served the day and time 8pdcif the student has a note from a doctor or
dentist indicating a prior appointment for the ddyassigned detention, he/she must serve the
next detention period.

If a student has 3 detentions during a nine- Weakilgg period, he/she will be excluded from the
next off-campus outing his/her class may take. "Addtention during the same 9-week grading
period may result in suspension.

Discipline

Charter Day School is an academic institution; dfee, all behaviors should reflect the
seriousness of this endeavor. Charter Day Schgalrds each student as a valuable part of the
school community. A community which values the digrand worth of each individual is
created by each member taking personal respomgitali his or her behavior and respecting the
personal and cultural differences of other membershe community. Charter Day School
students are expected to display a courteous dstia all times. When students fail to do this,
disciplinary action may take place.

A medical
statementmust be signed by a physiciarconfirming that the student will be away from the
classroom for a minimum of four weeks and the gwdited length of time the student is
expected to be unable to attend school.

Additionally, a
student should not come to school if they demotestemy of these symptoms: malaise,
headache, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain or symgpbdf upper respiratory infection.

Head Lice
We have a zero nit policy. If you discover licerots in your child’s hair, please do not send
them back to school until they have been treateddadirthe nits have been removed. Please tell
your child not to share other children’s combs shes, hats, etc.

Treatment to kill lice includes the use of presioip or non-prescription lice shampoo. Use the
shampoo or lotion as directed on the bottle fornadimbers of the family with eggs or lice.
Contact your private physician, pharmacist, or tmeaepartment if you need assistance in
treating lice.
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Experts say that it is imperative to disinfect pew articles such as clothing, bedding, and
towels by washing them in hot water for 20 minude®y professional cleaning. Non-washable
items can be sealed in airtight plastic bags foddys. Combs and brushes can be soaked in 2%
Lysol solution or in one of the lice products, eaked in a pan of boiling water for 5-10 minutes.
Vacuum carpeting and furniture, especially whern&lotn play or watch TV. Sweep up loose

hair in areas not vacuumed.

After adequate treatment, please accompany yold tthihe school office where he/she will be

inspected for lice and nits. Upon a thorough ictipa by school personnel, the child may

remain in school if nits and lice are not foundede re-check your child frequently to ensure
lice has not returned.

Remember, head lice may cause extreme discomforfterfere with concentration and
spread easily; therefore, we ask parents to give hmatter immediate attention. Children
will only be given two days excused absences fordi and nit removal.

The faculty and staff of Charter Day School are néiged by law to report any suspected case
of child abuse or neglect to the Department of Sdcervices.

Homework

It is the responsibility of parents to provide adag time and place for homework assignments
to be completedHomework is not an optional activity.

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Tutoring

Special tutoring is available to all students onasnneeded basis. If it is determined that a
student requires additional remediation, it will pm@vided during the last week of each break.
